Tuberculosis Screenina and Immunization Reauirements

Immunizations
The University of Alabama in Huntsville requires all students born after 1956 to have had 2 doses of
a measles (rubeola) containing vaccine. One dose must have been after 1980 and at least one of the
doses must have been an MMR. Proof of immunity is also acceptable if a copy of the lab report is
submitted with the medical form. Your health care provider is required to complete the form and can
answer any questions you have about these immunizations.

A meningitis vaccination is also required for all freshmen.

Tuberculosis Screening
All students are required to have a Tuberculosis test (PPO) prior to registering for classes. The PPO
test must be administered in the United States within 12 months prior to classes beginning. The PPO
test requires 48 to 72 hours to complete. For COC guidelines for interpreting PPD tests, go to

For new international students, the PPO test can be administered upon your arrival to campus at the
Student Health Center for a nominal fee. Please visit the UAH Student Health Center website at
www.uah.edu/wellness for additional information.

Documentation Reauirements
All new students admitted to the University of Alabama in Huntsville must provide a Tuberculosis
Screening and Immunization form which is signed by a physician or authorized individual. The
physician's license number or clinic stamp must also be recorded. New students will not be allowed
to register for classes until all required documentation is received in the Student Health Center.
